The Belgian clarinetist, composer and conductor Hedwig Swimberghe,
was born in Brugge (Flanders, Belgium) and studied at the Conservatory of
Brugge, at the Royal Conservatory of Gent (with Professor Jean
Tastenoe,founder of the Belgian clarinet school) and in Berlin with Karl
Leister (Berlin Phiharmonic).

Swimberghe became laureate of several national and international compe-
titions including the Maurice Van Guchte Price (Belgium), the International
Competition in Toulon (France) and Eindhoven (The Netherlands).

Until 2011 he has been Professor of Clarinet at the Royal Brussels Conserva-
tory and Soloist with the Brussels Philharmonic.

He has also served as guest Professor at the Lugansk National Academy for
Culture and Arts ,and guest conductor of the Lugansk Chamber Orchestra
"Serenada’(Lugansk,Ukraine).

He is member of staff and conductor of Clarinet Choir at the Julian Menen-
dez International Clarinet Festival and Competition (Avila,Spain), the
founder and Conductor of the Brussels Clarinet Choir, and Jury member at
National and International competitions.

He is also Artistic Director of Clarinetissimo Festival, Alascala Music Events
and Director of Ballet Olivia Geerolf (Brugge ,Belgium).

He has given Master classes and performances in Europe, Russia, Ukraine,
Bellorussia, Taiwan, China, Japan, USA.

Hedwig Swimberghe is a Selmer Paris Artist and plays Selmer Signature
Clarinets with a Selmer Prototype mouthpiece.

He has released cds with the Brussels Clarinet Choir (World Wind Music),
the Belgium Woodwind Quintet, the Festival j Menendez Clarinet Choir, the
Calane Clarinet Quartet, the Inter Quartet "Clarinetissimo’, with Inna
Poroshina ("Why not?") and with Dana Protopopescu (A Clarinet Concert,
works by J.and A. Semler).

His compositions include the following pieces, "SOL" for cl.solo, Born Again
for cl.and percussion, Le Printemps s'annonce for cl.solo, Bokkesprongen for
Bas cl. And Disculpen las Molestias for cl.solo.
